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CONDITIONS OF HANGERAGE LICENCE

Subject to signing Airfield Standing Instructions, being a member of Eshott Airfield, completing standing order form for the monthly payment of hangar fees and the individual data base information, the Licence Holder may be allocated space in a hanger on the observance of the following conditions

1. Licence - This Licence is personal to the Licensee only and no other person will be recognised as Licensee without prior written approval from Eshott Airfield Limited.  Aircraft stored will be for private non-commercial use unless authorised by separate agreement.  In the case of a syndicate aircraft one person will be nominated as the Licensee.
2. Licence Period and Payments – The Licence period shall be from the date of occupation for one year.  Thereafter it will be on a rolling one-month notice period. Payment will be by Standing Order due on the 10th day of each month in advance from date of occupation.  Receipt of hangarage payment is regarded as acceptance of these conditions.
3. Overdue Payments – Licensees that have payments due that remain outstanding after fourteen days will be sent a warning to clear their debt.  If after another fourteen days payment it is still not received the aircraft will be restricted from flying until such time the payment is received.  At the same time proceedings will be started to remove the plane from the hangar.
4. Allocation of Space – The Licensee shall only use the space allocated to him. In order to maintain efficient hangar management the space allocated may be changed at any time.
5. Prevention of Damage – The Licensee will not store or move his aircraft or any other equipment in any manner, which causes or is likely to cause damage to the hangar itself, other aircraft, equipment or property of persons also authorised to use the hangar.  In addition he will not interfere with any other aircraft and will not make any attempt to alter the hangar in any way.
6. Indemnity – The Licensee will immediately following an incident causing damage to the hangar, any aircraft or equipment stored therein report such damage in writing to the Airfield Manager and to the owner of the aircraft or equipment that has been damaged and will indemnify Eshott Airfield Limited against any claim or damage arising from such incident.
7. Security & Safety – The Licensee will ensure that any unattached belongings or equipment are removed from the hangar and stored securely at the Licensee’s risk.  The Licensee shall observe the directions issued to ensure security and prevent unauthorized entry to the hangar.  The Licensee should store his aircraft in a secure manner and shall maintain the hangar space allocated in a clean and tidy condition at all times.  The Licensee should report any matter concerning safety or security of the hangar or aircraft stored therein to the Airfield Manager who will take the appropriate action.
8. Observance of Insurance and other Airfield Requirements – The hangar buildings are insured against fire and public liabilities risks only.  In addition to observing these conditions the Licensee agrees to comply with any published requirements of the Airfield Insurers, which may be updated from time to time.  The Licensee is to maintain individual insurance for liability to Third Parties in the sum of at least two hundred and fifty thousand pounds (£250,000) and is recommended to take out a Fully Comprehensive Policy covering fire damage and other risks as Eshott Airfield Limited will not accept responsibility for any damage caused to the Licensee’s aircraft.  The Licensee agrees also to comply with the Airfield Standing Instructions and Hangar Key Conditions of Issue, which may be updated from time to time.
9. Fuel – The Licensee is not to fuel or store petrol in the hangar.
10. Expiry of Licence – The Licensee will be notified annually of the renewal of his License and the cost thereof.  Payment will continue to be taken by Standing Order.  If the Licensee wishes to terminate his Licence after the first year he may do so at anytime giving one months notice.  He is to remove his aircraft from the hangar by the end of the month for which he has paid in advance.  
11. Termination of Licence – Eshott Airfield Limited reserves the right to terminate this Licence for any reason giving two weeks notice to the Licensee.  At the end of this period the Licensee is to remove his aircraft from the hangar.  Failure to do so will result in the aircraft being restricted from flying and charged at the same rate until it is removed.  The initial deposit will be refunded less any expenses and charges owing
12. Notices – Correspondence from the Licensee should be sent to the registered office of Eshott Airfield Limited..  Correspondence to the Licensee will be sent to his last known address in the UK or left attached to aircraft.  Urgent notices will be displayed on the airfield notice board..
13. Definition – In this Licence any expression referring to the masculine gender shall be deemed to include the female gender.
