AIRFIELD STANDING INSTRUCTIONS

The Airfield is open for flying between the hours of 9.00am and 7.00pm.  These operating hours must be adhered to, as it forms an important part of our current planning approval from Morpeth Borough Council and how we get on with our local neighbours.  

The following general points should be followed and adhered to in order to allow the Airfield to operate within the legal parameters set out by various authorities and to function smoothly:

· All Pilots must be in possession of the following documents before flying from the Airfield – it’s a good idea to keep a photocopy set of these documents in the aircraft:

1. Current in date Pilots License valid for the aircraft to be flown

2. Third Party Insurance for the aircraft to be flown

3. Current Certificate of Air Worthiness for the aircraft to be flown

4. Current in date Medical Certificate

· On weekends and bank holidays no vehicles are to be taken on to the Airfield except for the delivery of tools or fuel.  This is to allow everybody clear access to the hangars.   If in doubt ask prior permission 

· Ensure that the Airfield gate is closed at all times to stop strangers driving in and people wondering about – if you see it open - close it.

· There is to be no smoking past the Airfield gate or in the hangars.

· No fuel cans are to be left unattended – once used they must be stored away securely. 

· When fueling or refueling your aircraft do it on the tarmac area.  

The following operational points are to be followed and adhered to:

· Every Pilot is responsible for:

1. Carrying out full inspection of the aircraft to be flown prior to take off.

2. Ensuring any passenger is fully briefed.

3. Ensuring the safe parking of their aircraft particularly taking note of any prop wash they might cause.

4. Look out and shout ‘CLEAR PROP’ before starting an engine.

5. Not flying over Felton, West Thirston or Eshott Villages, the Bockenfield housing development or any surrounding properties.  You are also to keep clear of Druridge Bay Nature Reserve.

6. Not flying in close formations.

7. Not trying to carry out any aerobatics.

8. Being aware of Newcastle and RAF Boulmer Zones and other controlled airspace.

· Every Pilot is to:

1. Join the Airfield over head at 1500’ on the dead side of the active runway when safe to do so, reduce to circuit height of 500’ and not position your flight path so as to fly over any properties – know the circuit patterns.

2. Carry out Right Hand Circuit for runway  01, 08 

3. Carry out Left Hand Circuit for runway     19, 26

4. Be aware of other aircraft in the circuit

5. Record all flights in the Airfield Logbook, which forms part of the planning permission conditions for the Airfield operation.
